A. COURSE RATIONALE

Foundations of Mathematics 11 is designed to prepare students for the demands of post secondary institutions and the workplace. C. REQUIRED MATERIALS

Workbook/Textbook ($20)*

Student workbook/textbook is one book.  If students wish to write in them (consume), they must be purchased ($20) first.  If students do not purchase their book, it must be returned (in mint condition) at the end of the course.

Graphing calculators  strongly recommended (TI 83, TI 83+, TI 84).  Graphing Calculators are used throughout the second half of this course.  They are expensive, so I recommend keeping an eye out for a used one.  Although it is possible to complete the course without one, it does require more work by the student.  Scientific calculators are a necessity.
D. CLASSROOM POLICIES/STUDENT EXPECTATIONS

1) The student is expected to arrive to class on time and prepared for each day’s work by bringing the appropriate materials.  (Binder, textbook, workbook, pencil, and calculator).
2) The student is responsible for making up missed work.

3) Homework will be checked regularly.  Homework is considered complete when all of the assignment is finished and the work is shown.  Questions that have been attempted, but not fully completed due to difficulty are still counted for full value.

4) All assignments (homework, learning journal, etc.) are due at the beginning of class.  It will be considered late if handed in later that day.
5) Quizzes and/or assignments will be given 1-2 times per unit or chapter.  These are to be viewed as additional preparation for the larger tests and should be corrected and kept.

6) Bringing a water bottle to class is encouraged – eating is not.
7) No cell phones are to be used in class.  They are expected to be turned off and put away before class begins.  
8) Students are encouraged to come in for extra help during noon hours or by appointment.  
9) Study guides will be created for each unit of study.

10) All tests may be viewed but remain property of the teacher.

11) Students may complete an application form to redo a test or submit a late assignment.  There is a one redo per term limit.
